Aboriginal History and Politics Colloquium

In conjunction with the Trent University Temagami Field Trip
Protecting the land: Exploring Indigenous governance, environmental conflict, and resource agreements
September 24-27, 2009

Wanapitei Chateau, Lake Temagami, Ontario

The 2009 Wanapitei Colloquium will focus on multidisciplinary topics related to the history, present state, and future of environmental conflict on Indigenous lands, and how these conflicts intersect with questions of Indigenous governance.  The paper sessions will explore perspectives on land claims, consultation processes, industrial development and resource agreements. Across Canada, resource development projects like mining and logging are expanding further into Indigenous territories.  This colloquium will provide community- based and academic perspectives on the colonial context of Indigenous community responses to resource developments.  Presenters are encouraged to offer papers within the main focus of the colloquium or on related themes such as: the duty to consult, land claims, treaty rights, divisions within communities, traditional governance, the Indian Act and governance, membership, decolonization, and self-government.
 

The Colloquium is affiliated with the annual Trent University Temagami Field Trip, the Frost Centre for Canadian Studies and Native Studies of Trent University, and the School of Canadian Studies, Carleton University.

This year’s keynote address will be given by representatives of the Barriere Lake Algonquins.  

The Wanapitei Colloquia are informal and highly participatory gatherings of people from a wide spectrum of backgrounds, experiences and expertise, including Elders, university faculty and graduate students, professionals associated with consultancy firms and First Nations’ Organizations, and staff of federal and provincial government departments. Participants have come from across Canada and around the globe, including Slovenia, Finland, the United States, Australia, Cuba, Japan and the United Kingdom. The colloquium takes place in conjunction with the annual Trent Temagami Weekend, he Trent Temagami, which takes our studies out of the classroom and onto the land. Faculty members are encouraged to bring their students, and professionals are encouraged to bring project interested team members.

The colloquia take place at the Wanapitei Chateau, a wilderness lodge associated with a camp and a CANOE organization on scenic Lake Temagami north of North Bay, Ontario.  Participants can camp, bunk in one of the rustic camp cabins or stay in the Wanapitei Chateau, an Ontario Heritage Building.  Wanapitei is accessible via the rough gravel Red Squirrel road or by a ten minute fly-in from the village of Temagami.

Sessions are held in the Lodge and meals in the nearby Dining Hall. Swimming and canoeing, a short canoe / hike field trip to beautiful Red Squirrel Lake, and activities for the kids are also part of the package.

Past proceedings have been prepared for publication in edited volumes.  The most current are Blockades and Resistance and Walking a Tightrope: Aboriginal People and Their Representations, both published by Wilfrid Laurier University Press.  

The colloquium fees are $200 for professionals, $125 for students (graduate and under-graduate), and $25 for children. The fee includes meals, accommodation and taxes. Receipts will be provided for income tax purposes.
